t’s that time of the year to be thinking about winte-
rizing your boats.  Keep in mind that there aren’t 

too many folks around CYC during the winter to 
keep an eye on things.  Winter damage to a boat sys-
tem (engine or plumping) is one issue, but making 
sure it stays afloat keeps one or two problems from 
being dozens. One of the best (and cheapest) forms 
of insurance are to close your seacocks.  This simple 
procedure may save your boat in case a hose were to 
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freeze and split over the winter.  While you’re down 
there, be sure to take a look at those hose clamps.  
 
Two temporary slips were assigned for the winter; 
Pat Shier in A-7 Bob Tolle in B-15, and Jim Test in 
B-13.  Keep in mind that temporary assignments are 
still available for permanent assignment and are in-
cluded below. 
 
We  have  both  covered  and  open  slips  available. 
All requests for slips need to be made in writing to 
the Measurer and assignments are based on seniority.

COTTAGE 6 USE AGREEMENT  

 
This agreement is entered into, effective as of January 1st 2012, between 
________________________________________________________________, of 
__________________________________________________________________________________________
___________________________________[permanent address], _________[city] , _________[state], referred 
to as "prospective occupant," and the Corinthian Yacht Club, of Ridge Maryland, referred to as "the Club." 

RECITAL 
Prospective occupant desires to occupy Club property, Cottage 6, for his or her personal use in accordance 

with the general rules and by-laws of the Corinthian Yacht Club. Assignment of the property will be to member 
in good standing of the Club by seniority following the general guidelines expressed in Article X, Section 1 of 
the Club By-Laws. 

TERM OF AGREEMENT 
The premises shall be assigned to the prospective occupant for a period of one year from January 1st 2012. 
Member occupant shall have the option to renew the use agreement indefinitely for additional periods of equal 
duration on giving written notice to the club by the November membership meeting each year. 
 

TERMINATION, CANCELLATION OR NON-RENEWAL 
With 45 days written notice, the Club may terminate this agreement should the member occupant fail to abide 
by the terms and conditions set forward. Termination, cancellation or non-renewal will require a majority vote 
of the Board of Trustees.  The member may appeal the Board decision to the board and/or to the general mem-
bership. The member occupant has 45 days to vacate the premises after notification and appeals. The member 
may terminate this lease upon giving the Board 45 days’ written notice, paying all outstanding fees, and remov-
ing all personal articles from the premises.  
 

RE-ASSIGNMENT/ESTATE OWNERSIP 
The member occupant may not re-assign this use agreement to anyone else. The member occupant has only the 
right to use and enjoy the property and does not achieve an estate ownership. 
 

USE FEE 
Prospective occupant shall pay $4500 per quarter as the fee for the term of the use agreement. 
Charges will be included in the member’s quarterly bill and will be due in accordance with the 
terms of Club billing process.  This use fee shall be subject to fee setting responsibilities of the 
Board of Trustees as established in the Club By-Laws. 
 

TAXES AND UTILITIES 
Appropriate property taxes are incorporated into the use fee. Prospective occupant shall be liable for the 

payment of electricity and any other utilities desired.  

REPAIRS, MAINTENANCE AND GENERAL CONDITION 
The General Condition upon the exercise of this occupancy agreement is new. The prospective occupant 

agrees to make all normal repairs and maintenance on the premises in order to keep the property in like new 
condition except where repairs are necessitated by structural damage or equipment failure. Occupant will in-
form the Vice Commodore and or the Board of Trustees of needed repairs or maintenance beyond his or her ca-
pability. The Board will determine appropriate corrective action. Article XIV will apply as the Board deter-
mines payment for necessary corrective actions.  



 

 

The prospective occupant agrees to permit the Vice Commodore, or designee, to inspect the property prior to 
the renewal of this agreement. The Club also reserves the right for access to property after giving a courtesy no-
tice or in emergencies when the occupying member is not present.  

Prospective occupant also agrees to maintain the flowers and shrubs adjacent to the cottage to the standard of 
the general grounds of the Club.  

The occupant will make no modification to the property without the approval of the Corinthian Yacht Club 
Board of Trustees. Any modification will become the property of the Club. 

Internal pest control will be the responsibility of the member occupant. The Club will provide for external 
termite treatment and pest control.  

TELEPHONES, CABLE, SATTELITE TV 
Availability of telephone, satellite or cable or any other service is not guaranteed and any installation or re-

pair charges are the sole responsibility of the occupant.  
 

INDEMNIFICATION 
Corinthian Yacht Club shall not be liable for any damage or injury to the occupant or other persons or proper-

ty occurring on the premises unless caused by gross negligence or unlawful acts of the Club, its agents or em-
ployees. The Club strongly recommends that the prospective occupant obtain suitable renter’s insurances to 
cover personal property and liability.  

 
GOVERNING LAW  

It is agreed that this agreement shall be governed by, construed, and enforced in accordance with the laws of the 
State of Maryland. 

ATTORNEY FEES 
In the event that any action is filed in relation to this agreement, the unsuccessful party in the action shall pay to 
the successful party, in addition to all the sums that either party may be called on to pay, a reasonable sum for 
the successful party's attorney fees. 

 
ENTIRE AGREEMENT 

This agreement shall constitute the entire agreement between the parties. Any prior understanding or representa-
tion of any kind preceding the date of this agreement shall not be binding upon either party except to the extent 
incorporated in this agreement and represented in the By-Laws of the Corinthian Yacht Club.  
 

MODIFICATION OF AGREEMENT 
Any modification of this agreement or additional obligation assumed by either party in connection with this 
agreement shall be binding only if evidenced in writing signed by each party or an authorized representative of 
each party. 

PARAGRAPH HEADINGS 
The titles to the paragraphs of this agreement are solely for the convenience of the parties and shall not be used 
to explain, modify, simplify, or aid in the interpretation of the provisions of this agreement. 
In witness of the above, each party to this agreement has caused it to be executed at Ridge Maryland on the date 
indicated below.
